We will take a  30-minute  guided  walking  tour 

of historic buildings and ruins, enjoy a short 

harbour cruise passing the Isle of  the  Dead 

where you will experience a feel for what it was 

like in the convict era. On your way to Port 

Arthur, you will see the natural wonders of 

Tasman Peninsular such as the Tessellated 

Pavement, Tasman Arch, Blowhole, Devils 

Kitchen, and the Remarkable Cave.
